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Good morning!
1. When you arrive at the patio outside your classroom, hang your backpack on a hook and unpack everything you need. Lay your materials on the patio table.
2. Sign up for lunch.
3. Go to the upper playground.  You may not linger on the fifth grade patio or sidewalks. 

4. At the 8:10 bell, quickly return to our classroom.
5. Gather everything you need and enter the classroom quietly.
6. Follow the instructions on the Smartboard.  
7. You will always write your homework in your agenda at this time.

8. Get out your materials and be ready to start your first class by 8:15.

Yay!  Recess time!
1. Before you go to recess, all of your science materials must be put away. Next, get out your math book, math homework, a pencil, and your sock (with red pen and Expo markers inside).  Also get out your ELA study materials, and have them ready to go. 
2. Quickly get your snack from your backpack.  
3. Line up in the hallway by the north door of your classroom. 
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5. As you walk to recess, use soft voices so you don’t disturb the kindergarten classes.

6. Follow all posted playground rules.

7. Use the bathroom and get a drink during recess, not after recess.  Ask the teacher for permission before you leave the playground, and go with a partner.

8. When the end-of-recess whistle blows, stop your activity, squat, and be silent until the teacher blows the 2nd whistle.  

9. Make sure all of your snack trash is deposited into the trash cans. 
10. Line up at the bottom of the ramp. Form one line for each classroom. 

11. [image: image3.wmf]Quietly follow the recess supervisor back to your classroom.
I’m thirsty!
1. Drink from the classroom fountains between classes . . . or

2. Bring a water bottle to school and keep it with you at your desk.

3. Students may not have sports drinks, flavored waters, sodas, etc. in the classroom.
4. If your water bottle is forming a condensation puddle, put a paper towel under it.

Gotta go . . . 
1. Use the bathroom before school, at recess, at lunch/recess, or after school.
2. Using the bathroom during class time is not allowed unless it is an emergency.

3. If you have an emergency, 

· silently raise 3 fingers and your teacher will nod that you may go
· write your name and the time you leave on the bathroom sign-out sheet
· sign in the time you return. 

**If you are repeatedly making emergency trips to the bathroom during class time, I will need to contact your parents so they can ask your doctor about possible medical problems.
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1. Put away your math materials and leave a clean desktop.
2. Line up in the hallway outside the north door. I will walk you to lunch recess.
3. Follow all playground rules.

4. At the end of recess, the recess supervisors will take you to lunch.

5. If you are buying lunch, line up quietly.  Say “Please” and “Thank you” to those who assist you.  They really appreciate it!

6. You may eat your lunch at the tables or on the “fifth grade patio” when Mrs. Steinberg opens the patio.

7. [image: image5.wmf]Throw away all of your trash when you are finished.  Fifth graders lose patio privileges when they leave trash in the lunch area.
8. You must stay in the lunch area with supervision until 12:40.  You may not hang out at the classrooms or in the bathrooms.  On most days, the library is open during lunch.
9. Get drinks and go to the bathroom during recess and lunch, not after the whistle blows.  
10. Return from lunch recess ON TIME.
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Be sharp!  (Pencils and pencil sharpening . . . )
1. Bring 3 sharp pencils and a hand-held sharpener to school every day. 
2. Use your handheld sharpener to sharpen pencils during class time.  If you drop shavings on the floor, you will need to pick them up.

3. Use the classroom electric sharpener before school or after school, during transitions between classes, at recess, or before lunch. You may NOT use the electric sharpener when the teacher is speaking due to the noise.
4. Mechanical pencils may be used if you:
· have replacement lead at all times
· don’t “click” them, play with them, trade them, or get distracted by them
· only have one at a time

If mechanical pencils become a distraction for you, for those around you, or for the class as a whole, we will not allow any students to have mechanical pencils.
Shhh!  Like mice . . .
1. We must walk very quietly in the hall so we don’t disturb classes that are working.  
2. Yelling, shouting, running, and jumping are never appropriate behaviors in the hallways.
Don’t be a slouch!  (How to sit in your chair . . .)
1. Sit with your feet on the floor and your body facing the front of the classroom.

2. Do not rock back in your chair.

3. Do not slouch down in your chair or put your knees up against the desk.  Tighten your tummy muscles! 
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  (key!) to success
1. Keep your desk, chair, accordion folder, and backpack organized.

2. Messiness is a distraction to you, your classmates, and your teacher. 
3. If necessary, you will be given recess time to organize your materials
Oh, no!  Is it over already?  (End of day . . .)
1. You will be given time during the day to copy all assignments from the homework board.  Do not leave school without copying your assignments, word for word. 
2. Put your iPad in the safe, and plug it in if it has a charge of less than 80%.
3. [image: image9.wmf]Quietly clear your desktop and straighten up materials in your desk and chair.

4. Quietly gather together everything that you need to take home.

5. Quietly pick up pencils, trash, etc. from around your desk and put them away.
6. Put your chair up and stand behind it when you are ready to go.
7. I will dismiss you individually when I see that your area is clean.
Show your independence!  Read and follow directions.
1. [image: image10.wmf]Written directions will be given on the iPads, Smartboard, white board, assignment sheets, tests, … many places!  If you do not understand them, RE-READ them.

2. Oral directions are given when the teacher speaks.  Always listen carefully. 
3. Follow directions.  Do not ask the teacher “What am I supposed to do?” until you have first tried your best 3 times to understand the directions on your own.
Your favorite thing  . . .  homework!
1. Homework should take about 50 minutes per night.  Be efficient.  Finish as much work as possible during class.  Twenty minutes of the homework is reading.
2. All homework should be done neatly and carefully.  Sloppy homework will not be accepted.
3. On-line homework (Google Classroom, Kidblog, etc.) is just as important as paper and pencil homework. 
4. Follow teacher directions for when/where to hand in homework.

5. If your homework is late, I will send an email to your parents. After-school activities are not an acceptable excuse for late or missing homework.
6. Do not ask/expect your parent to bring your homework to school if you forget it.  Homework will still be considered “late,” even if a parent brings it to school later in the day.  Be responsible.  Plan ahead and pack your homework in your accordion folder the night before.
Shoot for the stars  . . .  with the quality of your written work.
1. [image: image11.wmf]Follow directions!
2. Follow your teacher’s instructions about single-spacing or skipping lines, cursive, printing, or typing, and for whether to use pencil, ink, or typing.
3. Presentation” is important! Papers should be wrinkle-free and should not be torn.  Erase stray marks.  No cross-outs.
4. Write all answers in complete sentences, unless the instructions say “list” or there is only space for a one or two-word response.
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1. At the end of each class, take time to put every handout in its correct folder.  Don’t be a “stuffer!”  
2. Save your handouts until the teacher tells you that you can throw them away.

3. If you lose a handout, you will need to re-copy it at recess or after school.
4. All handouts should be completely and accurately filled out, be in order, and be neat.
5. When you are finished with a unit of study, clean out your folder. 
Absences . . .
1. Your parent must send a note or call the health office to report the reason for your absence.
2. When you are absent, you must do the classwork and homework you missed. [image: image13.jpg]


Check the teachers’ websites for homework, call a friend, or have someone collect your assignments that you missed.

3. When you return, ask your teachers for handouts you missed.  It is YOUR responsibility to ask for, copy, and get the notes.

4. Assignments are due within a reasonable time (a few days) after you return. 
5. You will miss a lot of learning when you are absent, so strive for good attendance!  However, if you are sick, it is best to stay home and get well!
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Transitioning to classes like a middle-schooler!
1. Take all materials you will need.

2. Walk quietly and quickly to your assigned seat in the next room.

3. Open your book/notebook/handouts and begin working.
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Fire drills . . . serious preparation
1. Line up at the back of the room in number order.   Number 1 is first, by the door, and number 31 is last, by the patio door.

2. Line up silently so you can hear my instructions over the LOUD bell!

3. Follow me to the upper playground.  Walk very rapidly in single file, but don’t run.  We will help kindergarteners if necessary.  We are silent as we walk, NOT chatting.
4. A fire drill is serious.  Be focused.  Younger students notice and imitate your behavior!
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On the upper field, stay in number order and say your number when I ask you to count off.  This is important as it helps me identify anyone who is missing.
6. Then stand or sit quietly so you can hear the principal’s instructions.
Asking for Help – The Most Important Procedure!

If you do not understand a lesson or feel confused, it is very important that you ask your teacher as soon as possible.  Your teachers can usually meet with you before or after school or at lunch recess.  Usually we can straighten out your confusion in 5 minutes!
